
The Seventy Weeks
“A period of seventy sets of seven has been decreed for your people and your holy city” (Dan 9:24)

445 BC 

Seven sets of seven plus sixty-two sets of seven will pass from the time the 
command is given to rebuild Jerusalem until a ruler—the Anointed One—comes. 

Jerusalem will be rebuilt with streets and strong defenses, despite the perilous 
times. (V 25). 

“war and its miseries are decreed from that time to the very end.” (V 26)

Destruction Of 
Jerusalem and 
Temple By Titus 

“After this period 
of sixty-two sets of 

seven, the 
Anointed One will 

be killed, 
appearing to have 

accomplished 
nothing” (v26)

The ruler will make a 
treaty with the people 

for a period of one set of 
seven, but after half this 
time, he will put an end 

to the sacrifices and 
offerings. And as a 

climax to all his terrible 
deeds, he will set up a 
sacrilegious object that 

causes desecration, until 
the fate decreed for this 
defiler is finally poured 

out on him.”

Rebuilding Of Temple 

Timeline Summary:


	 1.	 445 BC: Decree to rebuild Jerusalem (Artaxerxes’ decree to Nehemiah).

	 2.	 445 BC – 396 BC: First 7 weeks (49 years) to rebuild Jerusalem.

	 3.	 396 BC – AD 32: Next 62 weeks (434 years), ending around the time of Jesus’ ministry and crucifixion.

	 4.	 AD 30-33: The Messiah is cut off (Jesus’ crucifixion).

	 5.	 AD 70: Destruction of the Second Temple (Titus’ Roman forces).

	 6.	 The 70th week: Future fulfillment.
